In a 2-8 season, Sheridan’s quick exit
from Sectional 45 wasn’t a huge surprise,
but the way South Putnam handled the
Blackhawks, 56-22, in the first round
certainly wasn’t Sheridan-like.

The Blackhawks were never in the game
as South Putnam jumped to a 14-0 first
quarter lead and led 28-6 at halftime.

Indiana Grad Michele Redman eager to return
to Hoosier State for Legends Championship

As an Indiana University alum, LPGA
veteran Michele Redman admits it’s a
sentimental journey whenever she returns
to the Hoosier State.

“Indiana is kind of like a second home
to me because I basically grew up there,”
said Redman, a two-time All-American on
the Indiana women’s golf team who won
four college tournaments and was the
1987 Big Ten Conference champion.

Redman made her mark while at Indi-
ana, finishing her college career as a four-
time All-Big Ten Conference player. She
also helped the Hoosiers win two Big Ten
Conference titles and is a member of the
Indiana University Intercollegiate Athlet-
ics Hall of Fame and the National Golf
Coaches Association Hall of Fame.

Since retiring from the LPGA Tour,
she joined The Legends Tour in 2011,
where she has won twice and posted 10
top-10 finishes in 14 events. Redman
hopes her familiarity with the Indiana ter-
rain and her love of the area will translate
into a winning recipe at French Lick.
