HSE High School teacher selected for
prestigious Supreme Court Summer Institute

Hamilton Southeastern
(HSE) High School social stud-
ies teacher Lindsay Mahan has
been selected to attend the pres-
tigious Supreme Court Summer
Institute in Washington, D.C.,
this June after a highly competi-
tive national application process.

We were shocked to see how quick-
ly Mater moved throughout our yard and
house. He’s adapted to his situation well
and gets around like any other dog. It just
looks a bit different. His front legs are
mighty!

Mater is full of life and love. I lost a bit
of sleep Thursday night wondering if he’d
be eager and anxious in his crate when
I would come downstairs the next day. I
laughed when I tiptoed into the room to see
him snoring away at 7 a.m. Mater’s not one
to wake up early.

Noblesville Schools
considers continuation
of operating referendum

Submitted by Noblesville Schools

Noblesville Schools announced
Wednesday, May 20 that district offi-
cials are considering a continuation of
the operating ref-
erendum, which is
set to expire at the
end of 2026.

The district has
had referendums
providing  opera-
tional funding for
schools for the last
16 years. If a new
referendum is not
approved, approxi-
mately $25 million per year in funding,
which is about 20 percent of the dis-
trict’s operating budget, will expire at
the end of 2026.

Superintendent Dr. Dan Hile shared
an analysis of the district’s financial
state at the May 19 school board meet-
ing, noting that the school is consider-
ing a proposed referendum.

“The cost of running our schools
continues to increase at a time when
state and local tax revenues are de-
creasing, and the funding gap continues
to grow,” Dr. Hile said. “Referendum
funding is central to being able to deliv-
er the types of services our community
expects for students.”

The school board is expected to
vote at the June 9 meeting on whether
to formally pursue a November 2026
community referendum vote. Should
the board decide to move forward with
a community vote, the district will pro-
vide comprehensive details regarding
the referendum proposal.

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Gov. Braun signs bills
aiming to strengthen
Indiana’s public safety
& defense economy

On Tuesday, May 19,
Governor Mike Braun cer-
emonially signed House
Enrolled Act 1343 and
House Enrolled Act 1268,
two new laws that strength-
en Indiana’s public safety
readiness, support the In-
diana National Guard, and
position Indiana to grow its
role in America’s defense
economy.

“Public safety is our
highest responsibility, and
the laws strengthen Indi-
ana's ability to respond
when Hoosiers need us
most,” Gov. Braun said. “By
supporting the Indiana Na-
tional Guard, strengthening
emergency preparedness,
enhancing  cybersecurity
readiness, and growing In-
diana's role in America's de-
fense economy, we are mak-
ing our state safer, stronger
and better prepared for the
future.”

HEA 1343, authored by
State Rep. Steve Bartels,
strengthens public safety
by ensuring the Indiana Na-
tional Guard will be ready
to assist Indiana police
when called upon in a crisis
to protect Hoosiers.

HEA 1343 ensures that
National Guard members
called upon to assist Indi-
ana police in times of emer-
gency are trained military
police who can assist in
police duties like arrest pro-
cedures, traffic and crowd

control, and the collection
of evidence. Guardsmen
may exercise police powers
only when called to state
active duty and only after
completing Army or Air
military police occupational
training and Indiana-specif-
ic law enforcement instruc-
tion prescribed by the Adju-
tant General.

HEA 1343 also supports
veterans and military fam-
ilies by updating the Mil-
itary Family Relief Fund,
improving reporting and
eligibility standards, and
removing the eight-year
limit for use of the Nation-
al Guard tuition supplement
grant. The law also estab-
lishes the Indiana Civil-
ian Cyber Corps, allowing
trained civilian cybersecu-
rity volunteers to assist the
state during cybersecurity
incidents.

HEA 1268, also au-
thored by State Rep. Steve
Bartels, strengthens In-

diana’s defense sector by
improving coordination be-
tween the Indiana Defense
Task Force, the Indiana
Economic  Development
Corporation’s Office of De-
fense Development, the In-
diana National Guard, and
state lawmakers.

The new law adds leg-
islative appointees to the
Indiana Defense Task Force
and adds the Adjutant Gen-
eral of the Indiana National

FISHERS — The Car-
mel girls track & field team
started its state champi-
onship defense strong on
Wednesday with a big win
at the Hamilton Southeast-
ern sectional.

The Greyhounds scored
156 points to win the sec-
tional trophy again. Carmel
was boosted by three event
victories, including a 1-2-3
sweep of the 800 run.

Teams usually can only
enter two athletes in an
event, but the Hounds had
three in the 800 as they had
all run a time better than
the 3-participant standard
during the regular season.
And Carmel delivered:
Kaitlyn Oshimura won the
race in 2 minutes, 12.06
seconds. Sadie Foley fin-
ished second and Larkin
Taylor was third.

Greyhounds coach Aar-
on McRill said that “Kait-
lyn has come on strong at
the end of the season. She’s
consistently running 2:12
to 2:14 and she looked so
good tonight. Very proud
of her and looking forward
to her last two races as a se-
nior.”

Larkin Taylor won the
1600 run, with Foley in sec-
ond place. Carmel opened
the meet with a victory
in the 4x800 relay, which
clocked in at 9:20.81.

Hamilton Southeastern
finished second as a team
with 100 points, edging out
Westfield, who took third
place by scoring 97 points.

The Royals picked up
four event victories. Anissa

Hamilton Heights’ Waver-
ly Woolever was second in
the high jump, also clear-
ing 5-5; Czubik won a tie-
breaker.

The fourth IBCA/IH-
SAA girls’ Team Showcase
is set for June 19-20 at Fish-
ers High School and Ham-
ilton Southeastern High
School, while the seventh
IBCA/IHSAA boys’ Team
Showcase in memory of
Charlie Hughes is planned
for June 26-28 at Carm-
el High School, Westfield
High School and Westfield
Intermediate School.

The Indiana Basket-
ball Coaches Association
and the IHSAA partner to
make each Team Showcase
a “scholastic event” under
NCAA and National Feder-

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ation of State High School
Associations rules, thereby
making the events open for
NCAA Division I coaches
to attend in person for pur-
poses of evaluating prospec-
tive players. Only events
sanctioned by the THSAA
and IBCA may have NCAA
Division 1 coaches attend
during this “scholastic re-
cruiting period.”

The IBCA also works
with Charlie Hughes Bas-
ketball in managing both
events. Craig Lyon of Char-
lie Hughes Basketball coor-
dinates with IBCA chief op-
erating officer Tom Beach
in making game schedules,
hiring officials, securing
game facilities (events
may be played in only IH-
SAA-member facilities) and
assists, if needed, in housing
arrangements.

As of May 20, 116 girls’
teams and 220 boys’ teams
are scheduled to play in
these events.

Participating teams gen-
erally play four games in
the events, although some
teams choose for a one-day
option where they play just
two games. Each contest in
these events is a regulation
32-minute stop-clock game,
not a running-clock game
like in many other summer
events. No team plays more
than two games in one day.

Teams are assigned a
pool based on competitive
play (organizers attempt to
have teams play multiple
competitive games against a
“similar” team), regardless
of whether a team’s coach

selects the one-day or two-
day option. Organizers also
try to avoid teams playing
opponents they typically
play during the regular sea-
son.

These Team Showcase
events are not tournaments,
and no champions are de-
termined. However, these
Team Showcase events of-
fer four competitive games
to help each team develop
while also allowing college
coaches to watch the games
in person.

The two-day girls’ event
begins at 9:00 a.m. June 19
with final games starting at
7:40 p.m. June 20. Games
are at Fishers High School,
13000 Promise Road, Fish-
ers and Hamilton South-
eastern High School, 12499
Olio Road, Fishers.

Local girls teams partic-
ipating are Carmel, Fishers,
Guerin Catholic, Hamilton
Heights, Hamilton South-
eastern, Noblesville and
Westfield.

The three-day boys’
event begins at 9:00
am. June 26 with final
games starting at 4:00 p.m.
June 28. Games are at Carm-
el High School, 520 E. Main
St., Carmel; Westfield High
School, 18250 N. Union St.,
Westfield and Westfield In-
termediate School, 17710
Shamrock Blvd., Westfield.

Local boys teams partic-
ipating are Carmel, Fishers,
Guerin Catholic, Hamilton
Southeastern, Noblesville,
Sheridan, University and
Westfield.

Both IBCA/IHSAA
Team Showcase events
are open to the public. Ad-
mission is $10 per day for
adults, $5 per day for stu-
dents (ages 6 to 17) and free
for children (5 and young-
er). IBCA members are
admitted free by showing
their membership card at
the door.

The IBCA and IHSAA
began working with Char-
lie Hughes Basketball in
the fall of 2018 when the
NCAA created a “scho-
lastic” period in its men’s
basketball recruiting cal-
endar for June 2019. Char-
lie Hughes Basketball had
started a summer boys’
basketball school-team de-
velopmental event in 2005
and ran it successfully for
14 years. The event was re-
named in Hughes’ memory
after he passed away in De-
cember 2014.

In 2025, 67 coaches
from 57 colleges attend-
ed the third IBCA/IHSAA
Girls Team Showecase,
while 104 coaches from 79
colleges attended the sixth
IBCA/IHSAA Boys’ Team
Showcase in memory of
Charlie Hughes.

Net proceeds from both
Team Showcase events sup-
port the IBCA Scholarship
Fund and Riley Children’s
Hospital in Indianapolis.
