Support is pouring in for
a Fishers community leader
after a recent fire heavily
damaged his Noblesville
home.

Emergency crews with
the Noblesville Fire Depart-
ment were called to a resi-
dence in the 10000 block of
Cumberland Pointe Boule-
vard, near East 146th Street
and State Road 37, follow-
ing reports that lightning
may have struck the house
during severe weather mov-
ing through the area.

Firefighters arriving on
scene encountered thick
smoke and flames coming
from the home. Crews acted
quickly, deploying sever-
al hose lines to contain the
fire and prevent additional
damage.

Authorities said no one
was inside the residence
when the fire broke out, and
no injuries were reported.

The homeowner, David
Cox, is well known in the
community as president of
the Fishers Kiwanis Club.
Friends, neighbors, and fel-
low community members
have since rallied around
Cox and his family as they
begin the recovery process.

“Everyone has been

kinder than I deserve,” Cox
said. “It’s overwhelming to
see such care and compas-
sion.”

While investigators
have not officially deter-
mined the cause of the fire,
officials say a lightning
strike is considered a possi-
ble factor.

A  GoFundMe fund-
raiser has been established
to assist the family as
they work to rebuild after
the loss. Those wishing

Team of Noblesville student
journalists wins national award

Four student journal-
ists from Noblesville High
School won top honors on
Thursday, May 15 at the
2026 National Federation
of Press Women’s (NFPW)
annual high school commu-
nications contest.

“Perils of Parlays” is the
cover story for the March
24, 2025, issue of Mill
Stream. The story was writ-
ten by Max Arold, Aiden
Caddell, Rebecca Garber,
and Jude Naville. The story
also won first place in the
sports writing category of
the national contest before
being selected as the best
entry in the national contest.

Mill Stream is the news-
magazine produced by the
student journalists of No-
blesville High School. The
“Perils” story offered read-
ers a look into the rapidly
expanding world of online
sports betting, and how
sports books have recent-
ly found methods to target
teen gamblers. This is an
audience that is legally pro-
hibited from the gambling
world, but betting corpo-

rations have developed
systems that allow young-
er students to bypass the
systems that are supposed
to prevent them from wa-
gering. The story looks at
how online gambling ad-
diction is rapidly becoming
a national health crisis, and
how teenagers are particu-
larly vulnerable targets for
unscrupulous wagering cor-
porations.

“Our student journal-
ists tackled an important
and urgent story that was
incredibly challenging to
report and write,” Nobles-
ville High School Journal-
ism Adviser Joe Akers said.
“They had to navigate is-
sues like how to refer to the
students they spoke to, who
were technically breaking
the law, and in some cases,
showing signs of gambling
addiction. They aggressive-
ly pursued the local and
state lawmakers who ig-
nored the issue, and who re-
fused to cooperate with the
story. They worked to clear-
ly explain the complex,
confusing processes that
teens use to slip through

the cracks in the systems
that are supposed to protect
them from the online cor-
porations looking to scam
them out of their, and in
many cases their parents’,
money.”

Akers continued, “The
story that resulted from
their efforts shines a light
on a secretive world that
many readers had no idea
existed. It’s a story that’s
as smart and well-crafted
as any piece done by any
professional ~ publication
out there, and Max, Aiden,
Jude, and Becca are deserv-
ing of every accolade they
receive for their work.”

Mill Stream’s magazine
and website, MillerMedia-
Now.org, are recipients of
multiple state and national
awards, including the presti-
gious Hoosier Star designa-
tion from the Indiana High
School Press Association.

“Scholastic journalism
is done right in Joe Akers’
program in Noblesville,”
said Elizabeth ~ Granger,
director of Indiana’s high
school journalism competi-
tion. “His students are curi-

ous, courageous, tenacious,
thorough and ethical in cov-
ering difficult topics — topics
that readers need to know
about but are too often not
covered. Congratulations to
Noblesville’s young jour-
nalists and their adviser.”
The entry competed
against nearly 2,000 stu-
dent entries in this national
contest sponsored by the
NFPW  Education Fund.
Student entries first com-
peted in a statewide com-
munication contest. First-
place winners were selected
to advance to the national
round of competition. In
states where a contest was
not offered, NFPW host-
ed an at-large contest with
the first-place winners also
advancing to the national
competition. The first-place
winning entries all 23 cat-
egories in the contest then
are judged by new judges
who selected the Nobles-
ville High School entry as
the “Best of the Best” entry.
National first-place win-
ning entries receive a $100
prize, and the Best of the
Best award prize is $500.

Indiana launches investigations
into potential gas price gouging

The Indiana Attor-
ney General’s Office has
launched  investigations
into more than two doz-
en major fuel retailers for
price gouging.

Attorney General Todd
Rokita said he’s received
more than 170 consumer
complaints for gas price
gouging. Those complaints,
along with the state’s own
monitoring, have led to more
than 30 formal investiga-
tions and 100 additional in-
quiries into Indiana retailers.

“That’s not the end of the
story, that’s the beginning
of it,” Rokita said during a

press conference
last Thursday,
promising to fol-
low through with
any necessary en-
forcement. “The
crisis is quick, and
we’re reacting to
it. But the cleanup
at the end of this
might take a little
bit longer.”

Rokita’s office previ-
ously told I-Team it hadn’t
received any complaints
from consumers in 2025 re-
lated to gas price gouging,
and none in 2026 through
April 8, when Gov. Mike
Braun declared an energy
emergency.

The emergency decla-

Rokita

ration suspended
Indiana’s  gaso-
line use tax and
excise tax to help
with soaring costs
driven by the con-
flict in Iran. Indi-
ana’s Fuel Price
Gouging law
prohibits  price
gouging for fuel
products during a declared
emergency.

Rokita said his office has
issued Civil Investigative
Demands in situations where
it seems retailers charged too
much. “That causes me to
ask further questions,” Roki-
ta said. “When did you buy
the fuel load that caused that
price to bump up?”’

Rokita said his office is
actively monitoring more
than 4,600 fuel retailers. Any
caught price gouging could
be fined for each individu-
al violation. Rokita said the
law gives the state five years
to seek punishment.

Price gouging com-
plaints can be submitted to
the Attorney General’s Of-
fice.

Gov. Braun has extended
the “gas tax holiday” through
June 7, which should give
drivers a total discount of
about 12.4 percent on gas.

Noblesville Schools
considers continuation
of operating referendum

Noblesville Schools an-
nounced Wednesday, May
20 that district officials are
considering a
continuation  of
the operating ref-
erendum, which
is set to expire at
the end of 2026.
The  district
has had referen-
dums providing
operational fund-
ing for schools
for the last 16
years. If a new referendum
is not approved, approxi-
mately $25 million per year
in funding, which is about
20 percent of the district’s
operating budget, will ex-
pire at the end of 2026.
Superintendent Dr. Dan
Hile shared an analysis of
the district’s financial state
at the May 19 school board
meeting, noting that the
school is considering a pro-
posed referendum.
“The cost of running
our schools continues to in-

Hile

crease at a time when state
and local tax revenues are
decreasing, and the fund-
ing gap continues to grow,”
Dr. Hile said. “Referendum
funding is cen-
tral to being able
to deliver the
types of services
our community
expects for stu-
dents.”

The  school
board is expect-
ed to vote at the
June 9 meeting
on whether to
formally pursue a No-
vember 2026 community
referendum vote. Should
the board decide to move
forward with a community
vote, the district will pro-
vide comprehensive details
regarding the referendum
proposal.

The Spirit of *76 marks
250 years of freedom

“Where  the
Spirit of the Lord
is, there is free-
dom.” (Il Corin-
thians 3:17)

As our na-
tion is about
to celebrate its
Semiquincen-
tennial, or 250th
anniversary, it
brings back childhood
memories of “The Spirit of
776.”

Growing up with both
parents as teachers, they in-
stilled in me a deep respect
for our nation’s heritage.
Knowing that Revolution-
ary War sites would be too
crowded in the Bicentenni-
al year, it was in Summer
1975 that we made a fam-
ily vacation to Virginia.
This included Yorktown
National Battlefield, Wil-
liamsburg, Jamestown,
the Shirley, Berkley, and
Westover plantations, Pres-
ident Thomas Jefferson’s
Monticello, and a family
cemetery in Staunton.

About this time, I
learned of Revolutionary
War ancestors from my
father’s side of the fami-
ly. They included Virgin-
ia Militia Captain Reu-
ben Harrison and Captain
Absalom James LaMar,
whose family’s homestead
in Golden Beach, Md.,
saw British Revolutionary
war soldiers riding horses
through the house search-
ing for him! These qualified
my father, brother, and me
for membership in Sons of
the American Revolution
(SAR). More recently, my
mother became a member
of Daughters of the Amer-
ican Revolution (DAR)
after researching details of
two of her ancestors, Lieu-
tenant James Higgins and
Private Jesse Womack, both
of whom also served in the
Virginia Militia.

As my forebears served
in militias of their colonies,
it reminds me that the Army,
Navy, and Marine Corps
actually pre-date our inde-
pendence! In June 1775,
the Continental Congress
authorized the enlistment of
expert riflemen from such
militias to serve the Unit-
ed Colonies. Then in 1784,

the Congress of
the  Confedera-
tion officially es-
tablished the US
Army.

In  October
1775, the Conti-
nental Congress
authorized  cre-
ation of the Conti-
nental Navy to in-
tercept British supply ships.
Then the Naval Act of 1794
authorized construction of
six original frigates and of-
ficially established the U.S.
Navy.

In November 1775, the
Continental Congress es-
tablished the Continental
Marines to serve as infantry
troops capable of fighting on
land or sea during the Amer-
ican Revolution. They be-
came the U.S. Marine Corps.

In 1790, an original
10 cutters were built and
became the Revenue Cut-
ter Service. In 1915, it
was merged with the U.S.
Life-Saving Service to form
the U.S. Coast Guard.

Originally known as the
Army Air Service, then the
Army Air Corps, then the
U.S. Army Air Forces, it
was in 1947 that the U.S.
Air Force was officially
established as a separate
branch. Then, growing out
of the Air Force, the Na-
tional Defense Authoriza-
tion Act of 2019 created
the U.S. Space Force. For
our freedom, we can thank
these six branches of the
armed services!

Whether your family
has been here 400 years or
four years, whether you are
a veteran or not, this year we
will see many America 250
events take place through-
out the country. I urge you
to take your children and
grandchildren not only to
sites where Revolutionary
War history took place,
but also to attend America
250 events closer to home.
Please instill in them “The
Spirit of *76!”

Recently, 1 had the
privilege of attending No-
blesville’s fourth annual
nonprofit appreciation gath-
ering, often called “The
Longest Table,” sponsored
by SERVE Village. While
the table itself may eventual-
ly end, the impact created by
the people sitting around it
never truly does. Every seat
carries a story. Every con-
versation holds years of ded-
ication, sacrifice, and hope
for a stronger community.

Some leaders serve
through housing programs.
Some focus on youth men-
torship, food insecurity,
mental health, education,
senior care, arts, culture,
or environmental efforts.
Organizations like SERVE
Village, Noblesville Cre-
ates, Hamilton County His-
torical Society, Noblesville
Schools Education Founda-
tion, Noblesville Diversity
Coalition, Keep Noblesville
Beautiful, Teter Organic
Farm, HAND, and many
others continue serving
locally, staying local, and
creating a meaningful local
impact every single day.

The City of Noblesville
has also remained an im-
portant part of this growing
tradition. Mayor Chris Jen-
sen has been a continuous
source of support and an en-
ergetic presence behind the
program, helping encourage
and uplift the spirit of com-

paths beautifully
intertwine into one larg-
er mission: serving people
with compassion and pur-
pose.

That reminds me of
how we used to meet our
community friends back in
India — gathering together,
sharing stories, building
connections, and learning
from one another. Growing
up in neighborhoods where
people came from different
walks of life, there was al-
ways a sense of belonging
woven into everyday mo-
ments. Someone would stop
by with tea, another would
share food or advice, chil-
dren played across homes,
and conversations naturally
turned strangers into extend-
ed family. Looking around
The Longest Table brought
back that same feeling of
genuine love, connection,
and care for one another.

As I sat there listening to
stories and experiences from
nonprofit leaders across our
county, I felt something big-
ger than inspiration. I felt
empowerment. The kind
that reminds us that com-
munity work is never meant
to be done alone. Hearing
how others continue show-
ing up — despite limited
resources, long hours, and
little recognition — reignites
the passion to keep going
and to do even more.

What stood out most
was not titles, awards, or
accomplishments. It was the
genuine care people carried
into the room. Many non-

profit leaders quietly work
behind the scenes, often
unseen and without much
appreciation, not because
they seek recognition, but
because they believe in
the people they serve. This
gathering was created as
a simple way to say thank
you — a reminder that their
efforts matter and that their
work is deeply valued in our
community.

What began as a small
appreciation event has also
grown into something much
more meaningful. It has be-
come a powerful networking
opportunity where organiza-
tions connect, collaborate,
and discover shared goals.
Sometimes one conversa-
tion across the table can
spark a future partnership, a
new volunteer opportunity,
or an idea that reaches even
more people in need.

As I had the opportunity
to speak with Patrick Probst,
he shared a hopeful vision
for the future — that one day
this event could grow into
a nonprofit expo connected
to The Longest Table expe-
rience. A place where the
broader community could
meet local organizations,
learn about their missions,

and discover ways to engage
as volunteers, committee
members, board leaders,
donors, or supporters. More
importantly, it would contin-
ue acknowledging the local
leaders and hidden gems in
our community who consis-
tently go beyond the basics.

The longest table may
be built with tables and
chairs, but its true founda-
tion is people who choose,
every single day, to care for
their community. And that
kind of table should never
stop growing.

The feeling felt familiar.

Sitting at The Longest
Table, surrounded by lead-
ers serving our community,
I realized how connection
itself can become a form of
service.

From the very
start, I knew that we had
each other’s backs. I felt it.
My fears calmed at the sight
of your face for the very
first time. My doubts about
being a disabled mom van-
ished for a moment.

The doubts quickly re-
turned as we left the safe
space of the hospital where
we stayed for several days
after you were born. You,
your dad, and I had created
our own little haven. It was
easy for me to feel confi-
dent there.

But I was smitten from
your first cry. I knew that |
was going to do whatever
it took to be a mom who
you would be proud to call
“mom,” doubts and all.
During our first days togeth-
er, you were like a little doll
that I had the privilege to
love and care for.

Over time, we devel-
oped our own language.
You learned things other
kids were not learning. It
was a lot to ask of such a
tiny human. But it made you
stronger. More resilient. My
unsolicited  perseverance
born into you.

You learned patience
as it took me longer to do
things other moms could
do in an instant. We lagged,
finding joy in the journey.
Learning as we went.

We had to stay home
when others did not. Some-
times, I had to choose to
skip out on the fun to pro-
tect you. That was tough
for both of us. We accepted
help when it was available,
but I was adamant that |

could explain
what I needed you to do to
stay safe. This allowed us
more freedom to do things.
Each time, we gained more
confidence.

Still, there were doubts
if I was giving you every-
thing you needed. I never
wanted my limitations to
hold you back, or in any
way block you from living
out your purpose. I feared
your purpose would be tan-
gled up with my challenges,
even if that were the last
thing I wanted.

The times you were
forced to witness discrimi-
nation towards me; it broke
my heart.

You and your brother
have taught me so much
about myself and encour-
aged me to see that I do have
value and a place in this
world. Your lives have illu-
minated the stubborn dark-
ness that used to live in me.

I vividly remember, you
were there on the day my
custom wheelchair arrived.
It was a day I had dreaded
for most of my life. At first,
I did not want you there to
see me “give up.” That is
how I viewed having to use a
wheelchair more. Going into
that day, [ felt like I had failed
not just myself, but you, your
brother, and dad, too.

Your calm and confident
presence on delivery day
made all the difference. That
day turned out to be nothing
like I had imagined all those
years. It was so much better
because of you.

The anticipated increase to
the Debt Service Fund tax rate is expected to be $0.0179 above the current debt
service fund tax rate. However, as existing obligations mature, the anticipated
net increase to the Debt Service Fund tax rate is expected to be $0.0000 above the
current rate.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING RATES AND CHARGES FOR THE USE OF AND SERVICES RENDERED BY THE CITY OF NOBLESVILLE, INDIANA
SEWAGE WORKS

WHEREAS, the City of Noblesville, Indiana (the “City” or “Noblesville”), operates a municipal sewage system for the collection and disposition of sewage from users
in and around the City; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ind. Code § 36-9-23-1 et seq., Common Council of the City (“Council”) is responsible for establishing just and equitable rates and charges for
the services rendered by the sewage works; and

WHEREAS, on August 13, 2024, the Council passed Ordinance No. 41-07-24, amending the rates and charges for the City’s sewage works system; and

WHEREAS, a portion of the charges for the sewage works of the City funds public works related to stormwater collection and conveyance system, as further defined in
§52.02 of the Code of Ordinances (“Stormwater Conveyance Systems™); and

WHEREAS, certain users of the Stormwater Conveyance Systems are only users of the Stormwater Conveyance Systems and no other portion of the sewage works of
the City (“Stormwater Customers”); and

WHEREAS, the City’s municipal advisor, Baker Tilly Municipal Advisors, LLC (“Baker Tilly”), has conducted a rate study to analyze the costs associated with
providing access to the Stormwater Conveyance Systems to Stormwater Customers (“Rate Study”), and to recommend any changes to the City’s existing rates and
charges. A copy of Baker Tilly’s Rate Study is attached hereto as Exhibit A; and

WHEREAS, Ind. Code § 36-9-23-25(b) provides that just and equitable fees are the fees required to maintain the sewage works in the sound physical and financial
condition necessary to render adequate and efficient service; and

WHEREAS, the Council now finds that the rates and charges set forth in the Rate Study applicable to the Stormwater Customers should be adopted; and

WHEREAS, after introduction of the ordinance establishing sewer rates and charges, but before it is finally adopted, the Council must hold a public hearing at which
users of the sewage works, owners of property served or to be served by the works, and other interested persons may be heard concerning the proposed fees; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Ind. Code§ 36-9-23-26, on Monday, May 12, 2026, at 6:00 p.m. local time, the Council held a public hearing regarding the rates and charges,
which was properly noticed; and

WHEREAS, based on a recommendation from Baker Tilly, the City desires to adopt and establish a specific schedule of rates for the City’s Stormwater Customers as set
forth in Exhibit B, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein; and

WHEREAS, the City also desires to amend the City’s Municipal Code to reflect the special rates and charges for the Stormwater Customers, as set forth in Exhibit C,
which is attached hereto and incorporated herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, BY THE COMMON COUNCIL, OF THE CITY OF NOBLESVILLE, HAMILTON COUNTY INDIANA AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Rates and Charges. The City’s existing rates and charges for sewer service shall be and are hereby amended to include the special rates and charges for the
City’s Stormwater Customers as set out in Exhibit B, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein.

Section 2. Stormwater Customers General Rules. Stormwater Customers shall be subject to the City’s applicable sewer use rules and all ordinances applicable to the
City’s sewer customers.

Section 3. Existing Rates and Charges. Unless specifically amended by this Ordinance, all other sewer rates, charges, and provisions related thereto as set forth in
Ordinance No. 41-07-24 (or any other applicable ordinance) shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 4. Amended Municipal Code. Chapter 51 of the City’s Municipal Code is amended as set forth in Exhibit C, which is attached hereto and incorporated herein.
These amendments include adding “Stormwater Customers” as a new definition to § 51.01 and adding new a subsection as § 5 1.03(C)(4) to include the special rates
and charges for the Stormwater Customers. All other provisions, subsections, and definitions in Chapter 51 of the Municipal Code of the City of Noblesville that are not
amended by Exhibit C shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 5. Effect. All other ordinances and provisions thereof not specifically changed shall remain in full force and effect.

Section 6. _Severability. If any portion of this Ordinance is for any reason declared to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the
remaining portions of this Ordinance so long as enforcement of the same can be given the same effect.

Section 7. Effective Date. This ordinance is and shall be effective as of the date of passage and upon notice provided pursuant to Indiana law.

LEGAL NOTICE OF PLANNED IMPROVEMENT

The Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT) Greenfield District, with
funding from the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), is proposing to
proceed with an intersection improvement project on State Road (S.R.) 38 and
Logan Street (Des 1901880, 2400113, and 2500934) in Noblesville, Hamilton
County, Indiana.

This project will replace the existing signalized intersection with a dual-lane
roundabout with two 12-foot wide entry and exit lanes in the northbound and
southbound directions of travel and one 12-foot-wide entry and exit lane in
the eastbound and westbound directions of travel. The lane width within the
roundabout will be 16 feet wide, and a 12-foot wide right-turn lane will be
included for westbound traffic turning from Logan Street onto S.R. 38. The two
lanes traveling north to south in the roundabout will narrow into single lanes
on S.R. 38. The travel lanes outside the roundabout limits will be 12 feet wide,
bordered by curb and gutter on each side of the roadway. The center median of
the roundabout will consist of vegetation surrounded by a truck apron that is 15
feet wide, bordered by curb and gutter. A concrete center curb will be installed on
each leg of the roundabout leading up to the intersection and for the right turn lane
from Logan Street to S.R. 38 going north. Curb ramps will be installed at each
corner and on the eastern, western, and southern center curbs.

The existing drainage pipe (CLV-54743) beneath S.R. 38 will be incorporated
into the new storm sewer system. A new storm sewer line will be installed along
Logan Street from Lakeview Drive to John Street. A new 10-foot-wide asphalt
shared use path will be constructed along the south side of Logan Street and the
existing concrete sidewalks will be reconstructed. A new sidewalk will be added
along the east side of S.R. 38, south of Logan Street, and new street lighting will
be installed within the project vicinity. Four retaining walls with handrails will
be installed: one in the southwest corner of the intersection and three along the
east side of S.R. 38, south of Logan Street. The project extends 750 feet south and
1,250 feet north on S.R. 38, and 640 feet west, and 1,150 feet east on Logan Street
from the center of the intersection.

The need for this project is due to traffic congestion experienced at the approach
roadways of the S.R. 38 and Logan Street intersection. Prolonged delays along
Logan Street are experienced during the AM and PM peak hours of travel,
from the traffic volumes along S.R. 38. The level of service (LOS) reflects the
congestion for a roadway or intersection based on 10 and 20-year traffic volume
projections. The LOS values range from LOS A, the best operating condition, to
LOS F, stop-and-go traffic leading to significant delays. The current LOS for the
existing signalized intersection is C for AM and E for PM peak hours of travel.
The 2047 LOS for the existing signalized intersection is an F for AM and PM
peak hours. The purpose of this project is to reduce congestion on the approach
roadways to the S.R. 38 and Logan Street intersection. The goal of the project is
to improve the level of service to a LOS of D or better in both the AM and PM
peak hours in the design year (2047).

The project requires approximately 0.639 acre of permanent right-of-way from
five commercial properties, including approximately 0.307 acre of reacquired
right-of-way. The project also requires approximately 0.183 acre of temporary
right-of-way. This project will not require the displacement or relocation of any
residents or businesses.

The Maintenance of Traffic (MOT) for this project will require phased
construction and the use of vehicular and pedestrian detours. Vehicular traffic
will be detoured utilizing River Road and S.R. 32 while the new pavement, storm
sewer, shared-use path, sidewalk, and modular block walls are constructed. The
detour will add approximately 0.5 miles for motorists and will be in place for
approximately 120 days. Pedestrians will be detoured utilizing Logan Street from
Lakeview Drive to John Street, John Street to S.R. 32, and S.R. 32 to River Road.

The FHWA and INDOT have agreed that this project falls within the guidelines
of a Categorical Exclusion Level 2 (CE-2) environmental document with no
significant adverse impacts to the human and natural environment found during
the creation of this document.

LEGAL NOTICE OF PLANNED IMPROVEMENT

The City of Noblesville with funding from the Federal Highway Administration
(FHWA) and oversight by the Indiana Department of Transportation (INDOT)
is developing plans for a proposed intersection improvement project (Des. No.
2003053) in Wayne Township, Hamilton County, Indiana. The project will
take place at the 166th Street and Boden Road intersection, approximately
0.3 mile south of State Road (SR) 38. Work along Boden Road would extend
approximately 1,040 feet south of the intersection to 850 feet north of the
intersection for a total project length of 1,890 feet (0.358 mile). Work along 166th
St would extend approximately 500 feet east of the intersection to 500 feet west of
the intersection for a total project length of 1,000 feet (0.189 mile).

The need for this project stems from a high frequency of collisions, including
a substantial number of injury crashes, and increasing traffic volumes at the
intersection of Boden Road and 166th Street, where according to the 2021 Road
Safety Audit Report, 19 crashes occurred between 2016 and 2020, including 15
injury crashes. The intersection currently operates at a level of service (LOS)
of B/B). The majority of crashes are right-angle collisions, indicating a safety
concern for both vehicles and pedestrians. Implementation of a roundabout is
expected to reduce the number and severity of right-angle crashes and improve
intersection operations, providing a measurable enhancement in safety and traffic
flow. Traffic volumes and pedestrian activity are increasing due to recent and
ongoing development, including residential subdivisions along Boden Road and
166th Street, Finch Creek Park (opened 2020), and Deer Creek Elementary School
(opened 2022), which contribute to congestion and the potential for crashes.

The primary purpose is to improve safety at the intersection by reducing vehicle
speeds, and decreasing the frequency and severity of collisions, while maintaining
a LOS of C/C or better while accommodating anticipated increases in traffic
volume at the intersection of Boden Rd and 166th St.

The proposed work includes the replacement of the existing stop controlled
intersection with a multi-lane roundabout intersection and widening the roadways
approaching the roundabout. Boden Road will widen from one 10-foot travel lane
to two 12-foot travel lanes in each direction, and 166th Street from one 10-foot
travel lane to one 18-foot travel lane in each direction. Specifically, Boden Road
will include two lanes in each direction (northbound and southbound) entering
and exiting the roundabout, while 166th Street will have one lane in each direction
(eastbound and westbound) entering and exiting the roundabout. The project also
includes the installation of curb and gutter. In addition, the project includes the
construction of 8-foot-wide sidewalks, medians ranging from 16 feet to 4 feet
wide, and 2-foot-wide shoulders. Furthermore, the construction of a stormwater
detention area, enclosed stormwater system with drainage structures, and riprap
for outlet protection are anticipated as permanent stormwater quality best
management practices.

The proposed construction of this project will acquire 3.13 acres of new
permanent right-of-way and will not require any new temporary right-of-way.
3.09 acres of easements will be required. No relocations will occur as a part of
this project.

The project is expected to take 12 months to complete. The Maintenance of
Traffic (MOT) for the project proposes a full road closure of Boden Road and
166th Street within the project limits for up to 12 months and detour routes for
both Boden Road and 166th Street. The detour route for Boden Road will utilize
156th Street, Olio Road, and State Road 38, and will result in approximately 3.2
miles (5 minutes) of additional travel. The detour route for 166th Street will utilize
Summer Road, 156th Street and Olio Road, and will result in approximately
4.0 miles (6 minutes) of additional travel. Other local roads may be used by
local traffic. Access to all properties will be maintained throughout construction.
School corporations and emergency services will be notified of closures prior to
construction. As there are no existing sidewalks or non-vehicular facilities within
the project area, no disruptions to pedestrian or other non-vehicular traffic are
anticipated either. The proposed start of construction is Fall 2027.

The cost associated with this project is approximately $4,652,000 which
includes preliminary engineering, right-of-way, and construction with both
federal and local funds anticipated to be used. The FHWA and INDOT have
agreed this project falls within the guidelines of a Categorical Exclusion (CE)
Level 2 environmental document. Preliminary design plans along with the CE are
available for review at the following locations:
