Check-in will take place starting at 12:30 p.m. Please enter the parking lot by turning onto North 17th Street from
Conner and make the bend to the left on Wayne Street (one way west). This is the only entry point for the parade
route. Volunteers will be onsite to help stage vehicles to exit the parking lot’s North Entrance.
